Event

The Future Leaders Dinner is an annual fundraising reception and dinner honoring three young men and women making a difference to the satellite communications industry, and one executive known for his or her success in mentoring industry professionals. A portion of the proceeds from the Future Leaders Dinner goes to SSPI's Educational Fund, which provides scholarships and internship grants to foster the next generation of satellite professionals. Award Criteria

Promise Award.  Recognizes young industry professionals who, in the view of their employers, have the talent and motivation to advance into leadership positions within the satellite business.   Eligible candidates must be no more than 35 years old and currently employed by a satellite manufacturer, launch provider, satellite communications provider, or other service provider related to the industry.  Candidates must have demonstrated initiative, innovation, creativity and/or a specific problem-solving skill that positively impacted their company’s financial performance, marketing effectiveness, technical advancement or research capabilities.  Team building, communications skills and peer respect are criteria that also should be taken into consideration by the nominator. 

Mentor Award.  Presented to an executive who is recognized for his or her contribution to fostering young talent, both within his or her organization and throughout the industry.   The executive may be employed by a satellite manufacturer, launch provider, satellite communications provider, other service provider related to the industry, an organization that uses communications or other services delivered by satellite, or by academia or a government agency.  Candidates should be distinguished by their voluntary contributions to industry causes and/or a track record of coaching, motivating and fostering young professionals to elevate their professional capabilities and leadership potential.  Candidates for whom coaching, teaching or career counseling is a normal part of their job duties – such as human resources and training professionals – will not be considered for a Mentor Award, except in exceptional circumstances.
Selection

A team of executives and volunteer leaders of the Society of Satellite Professionals International will review the nominations and select three Promise Award recipients and one Mentor Award recipient.
